A RELEVANT GLOBAL EQUATION

rfhere has been some radical shifting on the planet as the relevance
of its existence put women front and center (well, almost). The
realization that the climate crisis must be met by including women in
the equation has been supported by the Intergovernmental Panel on
Climate Change (a United Nations project) which noted the different
impact climate change has based on gender especially when women
are the main producers of the world’s staple crops.

A Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination Against Women (“CEDAW”) statement
coming out of the recent 44" Session (July 20-August 7, 2009) specifically drew strong correlations
between gender and climate change. It strongly recommended women be included at all levels of
discussion relating to climate change and even thumped the United Nations Framework Convention
on Climate Change (UNFCCC) and other global and national policies and initiatives on climate change
for their lack of gender perspective.
